Comments of the employer: 
 This task is normally done twice a day and lasts 10 minutes. Once a week the parlour is 

cleaned more thoroughly. 
 
MSD risks: 
 Posture 
 
Exposed areas: 
 Neck/shoulder 
 Arm/wrist 
 Lower back 
 
Solutions: 
 A water hose with pistol grip can be used instead of manually cleaning. Every two meters 

a water hose is hung at the roof of the parlour. In this way every spot can be reached.
